Program Introduction and Goals

First launched in 2013, the HKU-UTokyo Joint Summer Program was a
groundbreaking experiential learning initiative pioneered by Professor Shigeto
Sonoda from the Institute for Advanced Studies on Asia at the University of Tokyo
(UTokyo) and Dr. Yoshiko Nakano, Associate Professor in Japanese Studies in the
School of Modern Languages and Cultures at the University of Hong Kong (HKU).

The Program offered its participants the opportunity to explore Japan in a global
context through an examination of the formal and informal circulation of Japanese
people, products and ideas in Hong Kong. It was designed to capitalize on Hong
Kong’s unique position as an international crossroads and major Asian transportation
hub to investigate themes of multiculturalism, globalization, and identity. Hong Kong
has, since 2005, been a top market for Japanese imports, particularly agricultural
and marine food items, and therefore provided an ideal location to research business
synergies and cultural interactions.

The Program brought together undergraduate and postgraduate students from
both universities for a two-week long residential stay in Hong Kong during which
they attended lectures by a variety of business and academic speakers, joined site
visits, and carried out research for group presentations. In line with the Program’s
emphasis on intersectionality, the students came from a wide range of backgrounds,
both in terms of their academic disciplines and personal histories.

All participants, including HKU students, were required to stay together at

one of HKU’s newest residential halls, Shun Hing College, for the duration of the



Program. This was to provide students with greater opportunities to get to know
each other and create a sense of collegiality. The choice of Shun Hing College
was particularly appropriate. Established by Dr. William Mong (1927-2010) in
1953, Shun Hing Hong was soon appointed the sole distributor for Matsushita
Electric Industrial Co., Ltd. (now known as the Panasonic Corporation) products
in Hong Kong and Macau. It provided a wonderful example of the deep cultural
and commercial ties between Japan and Hong Kong that the Program aimed to
reveal. The Shun Hing College Endowment Fund was one of the Program’s main
supporters.

A key premise of the Program was that teaching does not have to be confined
to the classroom. Apart from a few classroom-based lectures held at the University
of Hong Kong’s Centennial Campus, the majority of the Program’s learning was
experienced off-campus, through visits to major centers of Japanese business
activity in the city, discussions with business and community leaders, and through
the work the students did on their own to prepare for their final presentations. These
presentations, for which the students collaborated in teams including both HKU and
UTokyo members, were shared with their fellow participants, teachers and guest
speakers, on the last day of the Program, and served as its capstone component.

Intersections lay at the heart of the Program: between Japan, Hong Kong, and
Mainland China; the academic and business worlds; UTokyo and HKU students; and
classroom teaching and experiential learning. Developing a program that explored
these intersections took commitment and thinking outside the box, but the skills and
insights it gave students were invaluable. Professor Sonoda used the term kizuki—
a Japanese expression that can be translated as a moment of sudden realization or of
new awareness. Kizuki encapsulated the fundamental goal of the HKU-UTokyo Joint
Summer Program: the promotion of a deeper understanding of Japan and of Japanese
Studies within a global context.

Professor Sonoda and Dr. Nakano are grateful for the tremendous support




that they received from 2013 onwards and without which the Program would not
have been possible. They are particularly thankful to the speakers and site visit
coordinators for sharing their time and experience with the students. As mentioned
above, the Shun Hing College Endowment Fund provided invaluable support by
facilitating accommodation for the students at HKU’s Shun Hing College. They
are also indebted to the Master of Shun Hing College, Professor Ying Chan,
and to HKU’s Development and Alumni Affairs Office (DAAO) for their many
contributions to the Program. The DAAQO arranged for the participation of both the
current President of the University, Professor Xiang Zhang, and his predecessor,

Professor Peter Mathieson, in the Program in 2018 and 2014, respectively.

Program Development

Professor Shigeto Sonoda is a professor of sociology and Asian studies at the
University of Tokyo, and has written extensively on the comparative sociology of
Asian societies. He joined UTokyo in 2009 and assumed his present role as Deputy
Director of the Institute for Advanced Studies on Asia in 2020. He is also, since
2018, the Director of the Beijing Center for Japanese Studies, which was established
in 1985 at Beijing Foreign Studies University.

The HKU-UTokyo Joint Summer Program was developed from an original
initiative started by Professor Sonoda in 2000 that brought Chuo University students
to Hong Kong to share their research findings with their peers in the territory.
However, while participants had the opportunity to interact with local academics, in
practice they had little contact with students from Hong Kong’s tertiary institutions.
Professor Sonoda felt that creating an environment in which students from both
places could come together and exchange ideas would bring a new dimension to
their study trip. Furthermore, as a member of the Promotions Office for Global
Campus Initiatives at the UTokyo headquarters, it was his role to create new, short-

term programs that would encourage students to go abroad and utilize the exchange



agreements developed with overseas partner universities, including HKU. Therefore,
and with these aims in mind, he approached Dr. Yoshiko Nakano to explore the
possibility of a joint program.

Dr. Nakano joined the Department of Japanese Studies at the University of
Hong Kong in 2000. Her research focuses on intercultural communication and
the study of globalization of Japanese products and services. She is the author of
Where There Are Asians, There Are Rice Cookers: How “National” Went Global via
Hong Kong, published in 2009, which discusses the transnational flow of Japanese
appliances to Southeast Asia, China, and North America, with a particular focus on
the role played by the Shun Hing Group in localizing and globalizing the National/
Panasonic rice cooker.

Dr. Nakano has always strongly believed that teaching does not have to be
confined to the classroom. After joining HKU, she initiated within the Department of
Japanese Studies a number of experiential — and experimental — learning programs,
including summer internships, a project-based course, and cultural workshops. She
also began to search for ways in which the Department might cooperate with Hong
Kong’s 25,000-strong Japanese community. Using her expertise in intercultural
communication and thanks to the contacts she established as a director of the
Hongkong Japanese Club, she has created opportunities for students to interact with
the wider Japanese community in Hong Kong, and established bridges between the
two.

In recognition of her efforts to promote experiential learning, Dr. Nakano was
awarded HKU’s 2007 University Teaching Fellowship. In 2021, she was named
a recipient of the Japanese Foreign Minister’s Commendation. First introduced in
1984, the Japanese Foreign Minister’s Commendations are awarded to individuals
and groups who have distinguished themselves in international fields, and is an
acknowledgement of their outstanding contributions to the promotion of friendship

between Japan and other countries and regions.




Her achievements in developing experiential learning programs and her
research interests in the transnational flow of Japanese goods, along with the
relationships she has built up over the years with the Japanese business community,
made Dr. Nakano an ideal partner in the development of a joint program benefitting
students from both HKU and UTokyo. Following initial discussions with Professor
Sonoda in 2012, the HKU-UTokyo Joint Summer Program was officially launched
in the summer of 2013. The Program was held five times, in 2013, 2014, 2016, 2017,
and 2018. The Covid-19 pandemic prevented the Program from going ahead in 2020
and 2021.

Dr. Nakano presented a paper on the Program at the 6th French Network for
Asian Studies International Conference at Sciences Po in Paris, France, on June 27,
2017. Her paper, entitled “Exploring the Japanese Presence in Hong Kong: Hong
Kong University-University of Tokyo Joint Summer Program,” was given as part of

a panel on experiential learning programs organized by Professor Sonoda.

Program Structure

The HKU-UTokyo Joint Summer Program was a two-week residential program that
was held in August. It was structured around three main components: lectures and
seminars by key academic figures as well as business and community leaders in
Hong Kong; site visits to Japan-related commercial operations; and group research
projects. The lectures and site visits usually took place during the first week of the
Program, with the second week left relatively free of scheduled activities to allow
the students the necessary time to carry out the research required for their group
presentations. Participants came together on the final day of the Program to share
their presentations with teachers, invited guests, and local journalists, and to reflect

on what they had learned over the past two weeks.



Guest speakers

Academics

In addition to Professor Sonoda and Dr. Nakano, leading academics working in fields
related to Japanese and Hong Kong Studies were invited to speak to the students on
topics such as the localization of Japanese products and services and multicultural
approaches to issues of globalization. Past speakers included Professor Lui Tai-lok,
Chair Professor of Hong Kong Studies with the Department of Asian and Policy
Studies at the Education University of Hong Kong, and Dr. Brian Fong Chi Hang,
Associate Professor and Associate Director of the Academy of Hong Kong Studies,

also at the Education University of Hong Kong.

Diplomats and Distinguished Officials

The Consulate-General of Japan in Hong Kong was a strong supporter for the
duration of the Program. The Japanese Consuls General delivered talks on current
affairs and diplomatic ties between Japan and Hong Kong to all five Program
cohorts: Ambassador Hitoshi Noda in 2013 and 2014, and Ambassador Kuninori
Matsuda in 2016, 2017 and 2018. Other distinguished speakers included the
Honorable John Tsang, who served as Financial Secretary in the Government of the

Hong Kong Special Administrative Region from 2007 to 2017.

Business Leaders

The Program gave students the unique opportunity to hear from leading business
figures working in a variety of industries, including the airline, food, banking,
automotive, entertainment, and service sectors. Notable speakers included Dr.
David Mong, Chairman of the Shun Hing Group; Mr. Masaaki Ogino, Chairman of
the Fenix Group; Mr. Tsutomu Nakajima, Executive Director and CEO of Nippon
Wealth Limited; and Ms. Yoshie Shigemitsu, Vice President of Ajisen Ramen.

Through these talks, students had the opportunity to hear from leaders on the




strategies they adopted to deal with issues of both localization and globalization, and
how adaptability and cultural awareness were essential to resolving the challenges
that they encountered on a daily basis. The University of Tokyo alumni association
in Hong Kong, or Tansei-kai, generously organized a welcoming dinner for all
five cohorts of students, thereby providing participants with additional chances to

network and find out what it took to thrive in a multicultural business environment.

Site Visits

Site visits were another major component of the Program and provided students with
exclusive access to senior managers and a behind-the-scenes look at the operations
of major Japan-related companies in Hong Kong. Participants in the Program had
the opportunity to hear from and visit the operations of Ajisen Ramen, city’super,
and Yakult. In 2016, for example, Japan Airlines arranged for students to spend
an afternoon at Chek Lap Kok International Airport where the carrier’s senior
executives introduced their cargo and passenger operations, and facilitated a tour
of the Hong Kong Air Cargo Terminal (HACTL), the single largest multi-level air
cargo terminal in the world.

Mr. Masakazu Yagyu, Secretary General of the Hong Kong Japanese Chamber
of Commerce and Industry, arranged for several of the Program’s cohorts to visit
the Chamber’s offices and elaborated on its role in promoting Japanese business in
Hong Kong. He also assisted students with the business contacts needed for their
research and project preparation. Professor Sonoda’s ties with the Hong Kong
Trade Development Council led to the Council arranging a number of activities,
including talks by Dr. Jonathan Choi, Chairperson of the Hong Kong-Japan Business
Co-operation Committee, and Mr. Victor Chu, Chairperson of the First Eastern
Investment Group, as well as by senior executives of Nissan Infiniti’s then global

headquarters in Hong Kong.



Student Presentations

The third major component of the Program, which served as a capstone experience,
required students to work in groups on research presentations. A specific theme was
given each year for the presentations to address, and groups had to be composed
of members from both HKU and UTokyo. Students were expected to create a
research agenda, conduct interviews with industry figures, and analyze issues from
multicultural perspectives. They then presented their findings to business leaders,
members of the media, their teachers, and peers on the final day of the Program.

Past research topics covered issues such as the branding of Japanese products
for the Hong Kong market; Hong Kong-Japan trade relations and Sino-Japanese
tensions; and the challenges faced by Japanese companies in relation to human
resources management in Hong Kong. One group examined the gender differences
in customers at Yoshinoya restaurants, which specialize in beef rice bowls that are
popular with working class men in Japan, but appeal to families and university
students in Hong Kong. Another group looked at how to boost Hong Kong tourism
to provincial Japan by improving Internet connections and photo opportunities.
Other presentations discussed the variety of ways Japanese soy sauces are used in

Hong Kong restaurants, and the use of the name “Hokkaido” on products in the city.

Student Profile

The Program accepted around 30 students per cohort, and aimed to enroll an equal
number from each of the two institutions. Since its launch in 2013, a total of 139
students have participated in the Program. Both undergraduate and postgraduate
students could apply. Participants came from disciplines as diverse as aerospace
engineering, the biomedical sciences and, of course, Japanese Studies. In addition
to students from Japan and Hong Kong, the Program welcomed HKU and UTokyo
full-time students from Mainland China, Singapore, Thailand, and the United States.

This diversity in the students’ backgrounds further served to enrich the Joint Summer
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Program.

With seminars, field trips, and group activities conducted in both Japanese
and English, enrolled students were required to have reached an N2 Level of
Japanese proficiency, or equivalent, and to demonstrate a good standard of English
comprehension. HKU students had the option of taking the Program as a 6-credit
course (JAPN3031 Japan in Hong Kong) or as a non-credit-bearing course. Should
they have elected to take the course for credit, they were expected to submit an

additional individual reflective report upon completion of their group presentation.

Program Feedback

Part of the Program’s success was that it held benefits not only for the students,
but also for the speakers and institutions involved. Through their interactions with
the participants, business leaders had the opportunity to share their knowledge
and experience with a new generation, and a chance to engage with innovative
perspectives and ideas. Ties between HKU’s Department of Japanese Studies and
the Japanese business community in Hong Kong have been further strengthened as a
result of the Program, and led to the development of additional areas of cooperation
and interaction.

In December 2019, Japan Airlines Co., Ltd. (JAL) entered into a Memorandum
of Understanding (MOU) with HKU’s Department of Japanese Studies and UTokyo’s
Global Japan Studies Research Network in the Institute for Advanced Studies in Asia
with the aim of enhancing collaborative opportunities for both staff and students.
This was just the second time that the Japanese carrier had signed an MOU with an
overseas university at the time. The three parties have since collaborated on several
related initiatives, including their involvement in UTokyo’s Global Japan Studies
Summer Program in 2019, and HKU’s “Globalizing Japanese Food” course in 2020
and 2021.

Students’ comments emphasize the value of engaging with business and



community leaders directly, and praise the Program for broadening their horizons
and for offering a truly global approach to issues. Following the completion of the
Program, a number of participants have gone on to international careers in business,
research, and public administration. Many of the students have kept in touch,
meeting both online and in person. Over twenty alums joined Professor Sonoda and
Dr. Nakano at two Program reunions in Tokyo, the first held on May 20, 2017, and
the second on July 7, 2018.

HKU Department of Japanese Studies Holds Joint Programme with

The University of Hong Kong’s Department of Japanese Studies is holding its joint
programme with the University of Tokyo for the third time, after successful collabo-
rations in 2013 and 2014. The theme for this year’s course, which runs from August
